Pharmacy 411:

Tips of the Trade

· Get script from Pharmacy Representative.
· Fill out appropriate medication.
· Please try to stick to the $4 formulary.
· If you’d like to prescribe something that is not on the formulary, please ask the Pharmacy representative to call Target regarding to medication.
· Fill out the script legibly.
· Bring script back to Pharmacy Representative.
· Pharmacy Representative will get prices for the medication, and provide you with a total amount and a 50% co-pay amount. We ask EVERY patient if they can do a 50% copay.
· Possible Scenarios:
· Patient cannot pay for any medication: Check the “NO COPAY” Box, Clinica can cover the entire cost of the medication.
· Patient can pay for 50% copay: Check the “50% COPAY” Box, Clinica will cover half of the cost of the medication.
· Patient can pay for the whole prescription: DO NOT GIVE A VOUCHER. Only provide the patient with a script. 
· If a prescription exceeds $50, ask Co-D or Medical Director for approval as well.
·  Once approved, ask Pharmacy Representative for a voucher.
· Once filled out, make a copy of voucher with script placed horizontally on it, and give the copy to the Pharmacy Representative. 
· After giving the Pharmacy Representative the copy, then give the voucher and script to the patient.

Miscellaneous

· IMPORTANT: Only a Med Director, Monitor, or Co-D’s can sign off on vouchers. Scripts need to be signed off by the preceptor on the case.
· IMPORTANT: When prescribing medication, PLEASE look at the inventory list for the day to see if we have the medication in-stock at Clinica.  
· Pharmacy has 2 Patient Assistance Programs:
· Bridges to Access – Typically covers inhalers.
· Aventis – Typically covers Lantus insulin.
· We try to get our patients on PAPs as often as possible to lower costs.
· (See attached files for a complete list of medications covered by both PAPs).
· In the event that a patient needs a glucometer, Pharmacy has the ability to provide one for the patient.
·  Pharmacy is also able to provide insulin strips for patients, however, we try to provide them to insulin dependent patients only. 
· In the event that a patient needs syringes prescribed, please be specific with the details (i.e. gauge length, cc, etc.)
