BAYANIHAN CLINIC:  Medical Student Information Sheet
Welcome and thank you for volunteering at Bayanihan Clinic! Below you will find information that may help you on your scheduled day.

Clinic Hours:  Saturdays, 9 AM - 12 PM.  We begin seeing patients at about 9 AM and stop taking in walk-ins at 12 PM.  Medical students should plan on arriving at 8:45 AM and staying until approximately 2 PM.

Location: 923 V St., Sacramento.

Directions:  (From Sacramento).  Take US-50 West towards Sacramento.  Continue on I-80 West towards San Francisco.  Take the 10th St. exit.  Turn right on 10th St.  The clinic is on the corner of V and 10th St.  You may either park on the street or in the parking lot.

Prior to your scheduled Saturday:  

Provide your contact information on the clinic sign-up sheet so that the co-directors of the clinic may contact you in case of clinic cancellation.  In the event that you must cancel coming in on your scheduled Saturday, please contact the clinic or a co-director as early in the week as possible.

On your scheduled Saturday:

Arrive to clinic by 8:45 AM and introduce yourself to the staff.

By 8:50 AM, a pre-clinic meeting will take place among the clinic team, consisting of undergraduate students, medical students, and a physician where everyone will introduce themselves, plan the day’s schedule, and make note of any special concerns for that day.

At 9:00 AM, clinic opens.  Patients will register with the receptionist, and undergraduate volunteers will perform patient intake (chief complaint, vital signs, etc.).  Medical students should decide amongst themselves who would like to see which patient.  The undergraduate volunteer doing intake will present the patient to you.  Take a few moments prior to entering the room to review the patient’s chart and history.  Conduct the patient interview, gather the history, and, if comfortable in your training, perform the physical exam.  Pay attention to time constraints that may limit the problem list or a complete physical exam.  Male medical students must have a female undergraduate or medical student in the room with them when performing a breast or pelvic exam on a female patient.

Following the history and physical, you will then convene with the attending physician and present the patient history, key physical exam findings, and discuss an initial assessment.  The physician will return to the exam room with you to see the patient and offer constructive advice regarding student physical exam findings and their assessment, and suggest an appropriate plan of action.
In-Clinic Medications:

· The pharmacy cabinet in the lab room holds a small supply of medications that can be given to the patients.  

· A current list of medication in the cabinet can be found in the pharmacy binder.

· Medications dispersed to the patient must be logged out in the “Logout for In-Clinic Medicine” sheet located in the pharmacy binder.
Procedures:

Because the clinic provides only acute care and preventative services, the procedures you will perform at Bayanihan Clinic will likely be limited to either administering immunizations or doing venipuncture for blood draws.  Review these procedures (as well as needlestick protocol) beforehand.  If you feel in the least uncomfortable, do not perform these procedures without the supervision of the attending physician.

After seeing your patient:

· Fill out a discharge form found inside the patient’s chart indicating your diagnosis and instructions for your patient.

· Ensure that you have filled out a SMART CHART found in the patient’s chart with your notes and assessment.  Make sure that you sign the chart.

· Give your written and signed chart to the physician for review and ensure that the preceptor signs it afterwards.  In the event that the preceptor is unavailable, give the chart to the monitor.
